Day 3 – From Darkness to light
Objectives:
Explain that:

· Jesus can make blind people see
· Pharisees were actually the blind ones

· We all do things wrong, and are lost

· We need Jesus to rescue us

CLEARING THE GROUND (in groups)
Ice Breaker

This is a short craft or game as the kids arrive.

Todays ice breaker is Kims game
ON THE TIP (together)
Welcome

Welcome all children to holiday club.
Remind them of the ‘bottle bank’ for jokes, prayers and ‘other’. Ask for any ‘One’s of Jesus’ miracles was…’ slips to be put in the bottle bank.

Mention that today’s Waste Watchers Word is ‘Darkness to light’, showing boards with clipart. 

Use actions to help them remember the Waste Watchers Word - ‘Darkness to light’.
Warm up

A chance for the kids to get some exercise and loose some energy. Each day we are going to dance to “Cha Cha Slide” by DJ Casper, lead by Lisa.
Waste Watchers Challenge

Blindfolded obstacle course
Songs
Sing 3 or 4 songs; 
Tell the Story

Remind kids of the ‘Darkness to light’ transformation, using the actions.

Introduce drama with Daniel, who is a cleaner in the temple and explains the story.
Someone dresses up as a cleaner in the temple, someone who sweeps the courtyard. He begins by introducing himself as Daniel. He talks about the Pharisees, who are very serious and very clever and very good. They are the men who teach people about how they should live a good life. Everyone listens to them, and no one asks questions. (pause) Everyone, except Jesus!
He explains what happened when Jesus healed the blind man, on a Saturday, the day when everyone has a rest from work. Surely he knew that healing someone on a work day was against the rules! Everyone knew that. Everyone, except Jesus!

The teachers and leaders interviewed the blind man, who could see now, to find out what had happened. Had he really been blind? Was he not fooling everyone? They even interviewed his parents who said he had been born blind. The teachers threw the man out of the temple. Everyone seemed to be against him. Everyone, except Jesus!

But the blind man (who wasn’t blind any more) knew Jesus was someone special. He knew he had been healed and it was a miracle. He knew that the way the Pharaisees were treating him was wrong. They were meant to be good and love him, but they were anything but that. But everyone seemed to think that the Pharisees were right. Everyone, except Jesus!

Jesus came to find the man. The man realised Jesus had come from God, and put his trust in Jesus. That meant that he had the light of Jesus inside him. The Pharisees couldn’t see their need to put their trust in Jesus so it was as if they were blind. But anyone who puts their trust in Jesus has light inside them.
Talk
The blind man was changed from not being able to see, to seeing everything.
Imagine how different his life is now. What things can the man do now?
The blind man was lost, but because of Jesus he can now see everything. Jesus had performed a miracle!
The Pharisees couldn’t believe what had happened. They questioned the man, and asked him what happened.
The Pharisees still didn’t believe him, so they ask his parents “Is this your son? Was he born blind?”, they answered “yes, that’s our son”.

So the Pharisees went back to the man and asked him again.

The Pharisees were blind, and couldn’t see what had happened. They didn’t realise that Jesus, son of God, had performed a miracle. They didn’t want to follow Jesus, and they kept going their own way.

We are all like the Pharisees. We all do lots of wrong things, and we are lost. We do the things that we want to do, rather than following Jesus, and doing the things he wants us to do. These wrong things are called sin. We need to be rescued. 
Jesus is our rescuer, and has come to save us from all things wrong things we have done. We will be finding out more about what Jesus did tomorrow.
