THE ADVENTURES OF DR POTTY

INTRODUCTION

This is the story of a mad archaeologist (Dr Potty) and his niece (Denise) who go in search of an ancient artefact that dates back to the time of Joseph. It is very slapstick and silly in style, but it deliberately plays on the key words and themes for each day. 

MAIN CHARACTERS
DR POTTY A somewhat mad inventor/archaeologist, who wears a white lab coat and a long multicoloured scarf.

DENISE The niece of Dr Potty. She is fun-loving and a lot more sensible than Dr. Potty! She wears a dress for sketches A and 1, then normal, everyday clothing for all the other sketches.

OTHER CHARACTERS

PRINCESS POTTY (We never actually meet this character!) She is the younger sister of Dr Potty and Auntie to Denise. She has just married into the Egyptian royal family.

POSTMAN PETE (Episodes 1 and 3) The local postman who knows Denise and Dr Potty very well. He needs to wear a suitable postman costume.

MUMMY (Episodes 2 and 5) A mime character who comes on dressed up in toilet rolls to look like a mummy.

MARI-ANNE (Episode 2) A French chef who is on holiday in Egypt.

MAIN PROPS

1 ‘Relic with the Missing Onion-Shaped Piece’ and the missing piece from the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion-Shaped Piece’. This can be made out of plastic sheeting, wood or something else with some strength in it. The main relic should be shaped like an Egyptian urn with an onion-shaped piece missing from the middle. Written on the relic is the message: ‘You tried to [onion piece gap] but God made it turn out [onion piece gap]’.

Written on the missing onion piece is: ‘arm me …for the best’. The complete message is: ‘You tried to harm me but God made it turn out for the best’ Genesis 50:20.

2 Five decoy missing pieces, which are identical in shape to the real missing piece. These pieces do not carry any message and are needed on Day 2 and Day 5.

3 The ‘Relic Detector’. This is a simple detection device, made from the following equipment:

▲a plastic bowl/container with a hole in (for connection to a vacuum cleaner hose) and a small dial mounted on it;

▲an old vacuum cleaner hose (or something similar) to fit onto the bowl;

▲an old vacuum cleaner brush which fits on the end of the vacuum cleaner hose;

▲a small rucksack which Dr Potty wears that has a thin tube sticking out of it also connected to the bowl;

▲anything else you might wish to add to ‘soup up’ the ‘Relic Detector’!

SUNDAY SERVICE A 

DR POTTY AND THE WEDDING

THEME: Promise
SUMMARY: We are introduced to the characters of Dr Potty and his niece, Denise. Both of them are getting ready for the wedding of Princess Potty, Dr Potty’s sister and Denise’s auntie. Dr Potty has written a promise to his sister, wrapped it around an onion and placed it in a box. Denise is all dressed up and ready for the wedding, and has to find some clothes from her dressing up box for Dr Potty. Dr Potty and Denise go off to the wedding wondering how Princess Potty will respond to the promise from Dr Potty.
COSTUMES

Denise Smart wedding clothes

Dr Potty Lab coat, long multicoloured scarf and dressing-up clothes (wig, jacket, glasses, hat etc)

PROPS

Big cardboard box, wrapped in wedding paper

Big dressing-up box with the dressing-up clothes in

SOUND EFFECTS

Church bells

SKETCH

Dr Potty enters in lab coat and multicoloured scarf and carrying a massive wedding present. He starts singing.

Dr Potty ‘We’re getting married in the morning, dingdong the bells are going to chime!’ Oh I can’t wait – this is just so exciting! (Dr Potty puts down box on one side of stage, then spots everyone watching.) Hi, everyone – my name’s…

Denise (Entering at speed, dressed for the wedding and cutting Dr Potty off in mid sentence.) Morning, Dr Potty!

Dr Potty That’s right, my name is ‘Morning, Dr Potty’! (Pauses and thinks.) No it’s not!

Denise You said it!

Dr Potty I’m Dr Potty! I’m an archaeologist – I dig things up!

Denise Hi everyone. My name’s Denise, and I’m his niece!

Dr Potty ‘We’re getting married in the morning, dingdong the bells are going to chime!’

Denise Dr Potty, we’re not getting married, it’s your sister and my auntie who’s getting married.

Dr Potty How can my sister and your auntie be getting married? They are both women!

Denise Your sister is my auntie – she’s the same person, and she’s getting married to the Egyptian Prince and becoming part of the royal family. (Lifts her head and right arm in dramatic pose.) She’s going to be known as…

Dr Potty (In a deep manly voice.) ‘Princess Potty’!

Denise And we’d better get a move on so we don’t miss the wedding. What’s in the box, Dr Potty? (Goes over to the box.) It’s really smelly!

Dr Potty It’s a very special wedding present for my little sister!

Denise Has it got your smelly socks in or something?

Dr Potty Nope, something much nicer than that!

Denise What is it then?

Dr Potty A promise!

Denise It’s a very smelly promise!

Dr Potty It’s a promise written on a piece of paper and I’ve wrapped it around an onion!

Denise A promise written on a piece of paper and wrapped around an onion?!

Dr Potty Yep, cos here in Egypt, going back over many years, when you make a promise to someone you have to be holding an onion!

Denise Really?

Dr Potty Yep, and seeing as I won’t be with her when she opens this big present, I’ve tied my promise around one of my smelly onions.

Denise Oh! What does the promise say?

Dr Potty It says, ‘Dear Princess Potty, for your wedding present, I promise to do anything you ask me to do! Lots of love, Dr Potty!’

Denise That’s a great idea, Dr Potty. She might ask you to shave her head every day! (She demonstrates.)

Dr Potty If she does, I’ll fulfil my promise!

Denise She might ask you to eat a rotten onion!

Dr Potty Uggh!

Denise Only teasing! Anyway, we’d better get to the wedding.

Dr Potty You look fantastic, Denise.

Denise You look terrible – you can’t go to the wedding in your lab coat. It’s a good job my dressing-up box is just over here. Denise goes straight to her dressing-up box, on the side of the stage, and starts handing Dr Potty a few silly things like a wig, silly glasses, jacket etc – all of which make him look very silly! When complete…

Dr Potty How do I look?

Denise You look ridiculous! Hold on, what’s that sound I can hear? (Sound effect: Church bells.)

Denise Come on, time’s up!

Dr Potty OK Denise, I’ll grab the present! I wonder what

Princess Potty will ask me to do. It’s going to be an exciting time when we find out!

Denise (To audience, in heroic type voice.) My name is Denise and his name is Dr Potty.

Dr Potty (To audience, in the same voice.) You’ve been watching the Adventures of Dr Potty. Next episode tomorrow, on Monday, bye! 

Denise and Dr Potty leave.

Dr Potty (Starts singing.) ‘We’re getting married in the morning’

Denise (Shouts from off-stage.) Oh no, we’re not!

MONDAY

DR POTTY AND THE ULTIMATE

CHALLENGE

THEME

Jealousy

SUMMARY

Dr Potty and Denise come in discussing the wedding of Princess Potty. Denise introduces them both to the children, but Dr Potty has become very jealous of Princess Potty. Postman Pete arrives with two letters and a parcel for Dr Potty. The parcel is an ancient relic, and the second letter is from Princess Potty asking Dr Potty to begin a new search to solve the ‘Secret of the Secret Message’ by finding the missing piece of the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece’. The missing piece is in the shape of an onion! Denise and Dr Potty accept the challenge and leave so that they can get ready to start the search the following morning.

COSTUMES

Denise Smart wedding clothes

Dr Potty Lab coat, long multicoloured scarf and dressing up clothes (wig, jacket, glasses, hat etc)

Postman Pete A postman’s uniform

PROPS

2 letters

The Relic, wrapped up in brown parcel paper

SKETCH

Dr Potty and Denise stumble in, still dressed in their wedding stuff.

Denise What a fantastic wedding!

Dr Potty (Starts to take off the extra dressing up bits – hat, wig, glasses, and so on. You will not need to use these if you did not use Episode A.) Princess Potty, your aunt, looked beautiful.

Denise Did you give her that really big present?

Dr Potty You mean the box with the onion inside?

Denise Yep, the box with the onion that had the piece of paper tied around it!

Dr Potty You mean the piece of paper which said, ‘Dear Princess Potty, for your wedding present, I promise to do anything you ask me to do! Lots of love, Doctor Potty!’

Denise Yes!

Dr Potty (Pause.) Yep!

Denise Did you see her open it?

Dr Potty (Pause.) No!

Denise Oh well! She did look really pretty though.

Dr Potty (Towards the end of the sentence Dr Potty starts to speak in a slightly negative tone.) Isn’t it is amazing; Princess Potty – your auntie, and my sister, now being part of the royal family!

Denise Yep. Look Dr Potty, there’s lots of people here. Hi everyone, my name’s Denise and I’m his niece! Say, ‘Hi!’ Dr Potty.

Dr Potty (Has a very quick change in attitude and answers in a very lack-lustre way.) Hi.

Denise What’s wrong, Dr Potty?

Dr Potty Oh, nothing.

Denise Come on, Dr Potty, you’re not called Dr Potty for nothing. You’re a mad archaeologist who is always jolly and making people laugh. What’s wrong?

Dr Potty Not much! (He goes and sits down on the floor, or on a table at the side of the stage!)
Denise After such a happy time at the wedding, you can’t be in a bad mood today. (Denise walks over in a friendly sort of a way.) Dr Potty I’m your friend as well as your niece. There’s just you, me, and a few friendly people over there. Go on, tell me what’s wrong.

Dr Potty (Gets up and starts pacing. The next bit needs to be said in a jealous tone.) Well, it’s just that Princess Potty, my little sister, is now married to the Prince. She is now part of the royal family. She’ll have loads of money, and things, and servants and… and she’ll be famous for ever. And I’m just a mad archaeologist who finds old things by digging them up. She is really famous, and no-one knows who I am!

Denise Well, if you were to ask me what I think…

Pyramid Leaders ‘What do you think, Denise?’ (Ready the team beforehand to shout this.)
Dr Potty Oh, that was good, wasn’t it, but I didn’t hear many children shouting – shall we try that line again with the children joining in as well this time?

Denise Well, if you were to ask me what I think…

Children What do you think Denise?

Denise Glad you asked me. I think, Dr Potty, you’re jealous!

Dr Potty No, I’m not!

Denise I think you are! You’re jealous of your sister! You should be really pleased for her!

Dr Potty Huh!

Denise You need to think about your attitude. If you stay jealous, you might find yourself saying something, or doing something that you regret!

Dr Potty Maybe!

Denise Anyway, we think you’re great and there’s no need to be jealous. Hold on, I think I can smell your onion again, Dr Potty!

Postman Pete (Walks in holding a big triangular shaped parcel and two letters for Dr Potty.) ‘Postman Pete, Postman Pete, Postman Pete and his stinky feet. Early in the morning, just as day is dawning, you can smell him coming down your street!’ Morning Dr Potty, morning Denise, morning everyone!

Denise Morning Pete, is that a new song then?

Postman Pete Do you like it? It goes, ‘Postman Pete, Postman Pete, Postman Pete and his stinky feet.

(Holds nose.) Early in the morning, just as day is dawning, you can smell him coming down your street!’ Tell you what, I’ll go away again for a moment, you say that onion line again, and I’ll come back in. Then we can all join in the song! (To audience.) Will you help children?

Denise I think I can smell your onion again Dr Potty!

Postman Pete (Walks in, still holding a big triangular shaped parcel and two letters for Dr Potty.) ‘Postman Pete, Postman Pete, Postman Pete and his stinky feet. Early in the morning, just as day is dawning, you can smell him coming down your street!’ That’s great. I’ve got some post for you Dr Potty! (Hands over parcel and two letters to Dr Potty who accepts them.)

Dr Potty Thanks Pete. (Pete leaves.)
Denise Go on, open them!

Dr Potty OK, erm, let’s go for this letter first. (Opens first letter.) Oh it’s from Mrs Potty, my wife. It says, ‘Dear Dr Potty, I just wanted to say that I really love you and thought you looked really handsome at the wedding yesterday! Lots of love Mrs P.’

Denise Ahh, a love letter from your wife!

Dr Potty That’s cheered me up a bit! Let’s go for the parcel next! It looks like a pyramid!’

Denise If it’s a pyramid, I wonder who’s buried inside it.

Dr Potty It has to be someone very thin.

Denise Maybe it’s someone who used to live in a flat!

Dr Potty (Finally gets inside parcel.) Wow, if I’m not mistaken, this is a very precious ancient relic. It’s known as ‘The Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece‘. It’s very precious; I wonder who has sent it to me?

Denise Maybe the other letter will tell you.

Dr Potty OK, let’s open that too. Oh, it’s from Princess Potty. It says, ‘Dear Dr Potty, thank you very much for your lovely wedding present. As soon as I read your promise, I knew immediately what to ask you to do. Please can you use all your amazing archaeological skills to make one more desperate attempt to solve the ‘Secret of the Secret Message’, which is written on the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece’. I have sent you the ancient relic in a parcel. I couldn’t think of anyone better to solve this ancient mystery. Find it and you will be handsomely rewarded. Lots of love, Princess Potty.’

Denise Wow! Hasn’t this mystery baffled historians down the centuries?

Dr Potty If we found the onion shaped piece, we would be able to read the secret message written by Pharaoh all those years ago.

Denise What does the relic say?

Dr Potty It says, ‘You tried to, but God made it turn out’ If we find the missing piece, it will probably tell us why God turned it out!

Denise That’s amazing!

Dr Potty This relic is from about 1660 BC, so it’s really, really old. Our mission is simple! We need to solve the ‘Secret of the Secret Message’ by finding the missing piece from the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece‘.

Denise This is your opportunity to become fam—

Dr Potty (Interrupting Denise.) Sshh! This is my opportunity to become famous, Denise!

Denise We should go and get ready for the sear—

Dr Potty (Interrupting again.) Wait! We should go and get ready for the search, Denise.

Denise (To audience, in heroic type voice.) My name is Denise and his name is Dr Potty.

Dr Potty (To audience, in same voice.) You’ve been watching the Adventures of Dr Potty. The search begins tomorrow*, bye! (* State day of next episode.) Denise and Dr Potty leave.

Dr Potty (Starts singing.) ‘We’re getting married in the morning’

Denise (Shouts from off-stage.) Oh no, we’re not; we’re going searching in the morning!

DAY 2

DR POTTY AND THE ONION BISCUITS

THEME

Helper

SUMMARY

Dr Potty starts to plan how to find the piece of relic but he soon feels all alone. Denise comes in to help but they are having difficulty knowing where to start. Dr Potty consults his Mummy but she isn’t much help. He then suggests that they have something to eat. A famous French chef called Mari-Anne happens to pop in and together they have a go at making some of ‘Old Uncle Arthur’s onion biscuits’. This leads to a bit of chaos but eventually they produce some excellent biscuits. Amazingly these biscuits are the exact shape and texture of the missing piece from the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece’. One biscuit fits perfectly, but sadly does not reveal the ‘Secret of the Secret Message’ written by the ancient Pharaoh – because it is a biscuit! The search continues…

COSTUMES

Denise Normal, everyday clothes

Dr Potty Lab coat and long multicoloured scarf

Mummy Someone completely dressed up in toilet rolls

Mari-Anne A French chef who is on holiday in Egypt

PROPS

Child’s hanging mobile

Long piece of rope, which is held behind a screen by someone who pretends to be a bull!

Two identical bowls

Relic biscuits
Eggs, Flour, Milk, Salt

Oven (either a box on stage or an imaginary oven off-stage)

Recipe card or book

Boxer shorts

Protective floor covering (such as plastic sheeting)

SOUND EFFECTS

Bull

SKETCH

Dr Potty (Walks in singing.) ‘I’m going searching in the morning!’ Morning everyone!

Children Morning Dr Potty! (This may need practising!)

Dr Potty This morning we start the search for the onion shaped piece that is missing from the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece’. When we find it we will be able to solve the ‘Secret of the Secret Message’ which is written on it! (Starts talking to himself.) Right. Where shall we start? I know, I’ll look under my bed! No that’s ridiculous – that’s where my smelly socks go, not relics. Maybe… Maybe… Oh where is Denise when I need her? I feel all alone – I need a helper on this mission. I know, I’ll ring her on my mobile. (Brings out a child’s hanging mobile from his pocket and starts talking to it!) Denise! Denise!

Denise (Appearing on stage. Dr Potty has his back to her and continues to talk to the mobile.) Yes Dr Potty?
Dr Potty Denise I feel so alone, please can you help me?

Denise Of course I will.

Dr Potty I’m currently down where we left the relic. When will you be able to get here?

Denise Count to 20 and I’ll be there!

Dr Potty 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20! (During countdown Denise goes walking around the stage making stamping noises as though she is getting closer. On 20 Dr Potty turns around.) Oh there you are!

Denise I’ve been here all the time!

Dr Potty (Pausing for dramatic effect.) Are you sure?

Denise I was here all the time, wasn’t I children?

Children Yes!

Dr Potty Oh no you weren’t!

Children Oh yes she was! (This carries on for a while.)
Dr Potty Well, I wonder why I didn’t see you! Anyway, we’d better get on with the search.

Denise Where are we going to start, Dr Potty?

Dr Potty I don’t know. I thought about looking under my bed, but then that’s stupid. I think we should sit down and make a plan! (Dr Potty and Denise sit down and after 20 seconds of head

scratching, Dr Potty stands up.)

Dr Potty I think we should ask my mummy for some advice! (Shouts.) Mummy! (Mummy walks onto centre of stage and remains relatively static and silent when talked to by Dr Potty.)
Dr Potty What do you think we should do Mummy? Where should we start? Oh this is useless, Mummy doesn’t know either!

Denise Well, if you were to ask me what I think…

Children What do you think Denise!

Denise Glad you asked me, I think we need some food inside us. The energy from the food will help us to plan!

Mari-Anne (Appearing back stage, somewhat sheepishly.)

Hello, did someone say food?

Denise Who are you?

Mari-Anne My name is Mari-Anne, I am a famous French chef and I am here in Egypt on holiday. I am desperate to try one of these ancient Egyptian recipes. Would you help me?

Dr Potty That would be great! We could help you cook, and you can help us by letting us eat the food!

Denise What are we going to cook?

Mari-Anne I have found this ancient recipe for ‘Old Uncle Arthur’s onion biscuits’

Dr Potty ‘Old Uncle Arthur’s onion biscuits’ – sounds great. What do we need?

Mari-Anne We need a table.

Denise Oh dear, we haven’t got a table!

Dr Potty Mummy will help! Come over here Mummy. (Puts Mummy onto her hands and knees, with her back flat to act as a table.)

Mari-Anne We need a bowl. (She says ‘bowl’ so that it sounds like ‘bull’.)
Denise I think I saw one outside. (Goes off to side of stage and pulls on a thick rope – sound effect of bull.)

Mari-Anne Non, non, stupid! I said a bowl!

Denise Oh, here’s one. (Hands Mari-Anne the bowl.) What else do we need?

Mari-Anne Hen’s eggs. Une, (Cracks one on Mummy‘s head.) Oops, deux. (Cracks one in the bowl.)

Denise Here’s some milk!

Mari-Anne We need to add the flour in like so, and add a pinch— (Denise pinches Dr Potty.)
Dr Potty Ow, not that sort of pinch!

Mari-Anne —of salt! Now we cook it! (Takes bowl off the back of Mummy and puts it into the oven.)

Dr Potty How long does it take the biscuits to cook?

Mari-Anne (Checking recipe.) About ten seconds.

Denise They must be done by now, then!

Mari-Anne (Going off and brings back an identical bowl with the finished biscuits.) Voila!

Dr Potty Hey look – they really are onion shaped biscuits!

Denise Incredible!

Dr Potty Amazing!

Denise (Thinking hard.) Hey!

Dr Potty (Also thinking hard.) Hey!

Denise (Getting really excited.) Hey!

Dr Potty This small biscuit is almost the same shape and texture of the missing piece from the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece.’

Denise Let’s try it!

Dr Potty (Carefully placing the biscuit into the relic.) It fits!

Denise It fits!

Dr Potty We’ve found the missing piece!

Denise, Dr Potty and Mari-Anne all hug each other! Whilst they are still hugging…

Denise Hold on!

Dr Potty I am holding on.

Denise No. (Everyone lets go.) If you were to ask me what I think…

Children What do you think Denise?

Denise Glad you asked me, I think that biscuit might fit the relic, but it’s not the right piece.

Dr Potty Why not?

Denise Because, look at it. It does not tell us the ‘Secret of the Secret Message’.

Dr Potty Rats!

Mari-Anne Where? Arrrrgh! I hate rats! (Runs off.)
Denise (Shouting after the departed Mari-Anne.) Thank you Mari-Anne for coming to help us! Listen – it’s getting late. I’ll have a look on the Internet and see if I can find some clues. We’ll meet here in the morning, Dr Potty – same time and we’ll start again! OK?

Dr Potty OK!

Denise (To audience, in heroic type voice.) My name is Denise, his name is Dr Potty and that’s his mummy.

Dr Potty (To audience, in the same voice.) You’ve been watching the Adventures of Dr Potty. The search continues tomorrow*, bye! (* State day of next episode.)

Denise, Dr Potty and Mummy leave.

Dr Potty (Singing.) ‘We’re cooking Mummy in the morning’

Denise (Shouting from off-stage.) Your poor mummy!

DAY 3

DR POTTY AND THE ONION

DETECTOR

THEME

Provision

SUMMARY

Denise comes in all excited; she has found an amazing website: www.egyptianrelic.net. The website shows how to make an amazing relic detection device. She has printed off the instructions and ordered the parts. When these are delivered by Postman Pete, Denise and Dr Potty create a special ‘Relic Detector’! When the Relic Detector is turned on, it begins to lead them into new  and interesting situations, and takes them a step closer to finding the missing piece of relic!

COSTUMES

Denise Normal, everyday clothes

Dr Potty Lab coat and long multicoloured scarf

Postman Pete Postman’s uniform

PROPS

Piece of paper with instructions on

The Relic Detector parts packaged as below (see introduction for more details)

Parcel 1 – Bowl or plastic container

Parcel 2 – Hose and gaffer tape

Parcel 3 – Brush end of tubing

Parcel 4 – Ruck-sack with small tube (or string) to connect to bowl

SOUND EFFECTS

Low level noise when the Relic Detector is working

SKETCH

Denise (Walking in, looking at instructions.) Just wait till Dr Potty sees this! Good morning, everyone!

Children Morning, Denise!

Denise (Talking to children.) I went on this amazing website yesterday and it gave me a great idea!

Dr Potty (Walking in.) Good morning, Potty fans!

Children Morning, Dr Potty!

Dr Potty Morning Denise, what have you got there?

Denise You’re going to like this, Dr Potty – it’s

Dr Potty (Shocked and suddenly very interested.) Wow! Hey, that’s great. Let’s see if we can build it then!

Denise We’ll have to wait a few minutes.

Dr Potty Why?

Denise I ordered the bits, but they haven’t arrived yet!

Dr Potty Can you smell onions?

Postman Pete (Walking in holding the first of the parcels.)
‘Postman Pete, Postman Pete, Postman Pete and his

stinky feet. Early in the morning, just as day is

dawning, you can smell him coming down your

street!’ Morning Dr Potty, morning Denise, morning

everyone!

Denise That must be it!

Postman Pete This is the first of about four parcels for you. I’ll have to go back and get the other ones! See you in a minute.

Dr Potty Thanks, Pete. Let’s open parcel one. It must contain the first important part of the Relic detector!

Denise (Looking inside.) Oh look – it’s a plastic bowl! The instructions say ‘The Saucer Section’

Dr Potty It’s got a big hole in the side, a small hole in the top and a dial! Very intriguing. Oh, and it smells of onions!

Postman Pete (Walking in holding the second of the parcels.) ‘Postman Pete, Postman Pete, Postman Pete

and his stinky feet. Early in the morning, just as day is

dawning, you can smell him coming down your

street!’ Here’s parcel two – back in a minute!

Dr Potty I wonder what’s in this one!

Denise The instructions say it should be ‘The Wiggly Hose’ section.

Dr Potty Ah yes, here it is.

Denise It fits into the Saucer Section like this. (Makes it fit, securing it with tape also found in parcel 2.) This tape smells funny!

Postman Pete (Walking in holding the third of the parcels.)
‘Postman Pete, Postman Pete, Postman Pete and his

stinky feet. Early in the morning, just as day is

dawning, you can smell him coming down your

street!’ OK you two, here’s parcel three!

Dr Potty What does it say this is?

Denise ‘The Sensor Section’

Dr Potty (Taking it out of parcel 3.) Oh, it looks remarkably like the brush bit on my vacuum cleaner!

Denise I think it goes right here. (Places it on the end of the Wiggly Hose section.)

Dr Potty Perfect! Right, let’s see if we can make it work? (Pauses waiting for it to work.) There doesn’t seem to be anything happening

Denise Well if you were to ask me what I think…

Children What do you think, Denise?

Denise Glad you asked me. I think it won’t work yet because it needs batteries. I can smell those onions again – they must be in parcel four!

Postman Pete (Walking in holding the fourth parcel.)

‘Postman Pete, Postman Pete, Postman Pete and his

stinky feet. Early in the morning, just as day is

dawning, you can smell him coming down your

street!’ That’s the last one. Bye!

Denise Thanks Pete.

Dr Potty Let’s have a look at what’s in here.

Denise It should be a battery pack and ‘The Juice Distributor’.

Dr Potty Looks like it. I’ll pop the pack on if you can connect the Juice Distributor to the Saucer Section.

Denise There.

Dr Potty That’s fantastic. (He pauses.) Do the instructions tell us what to do now?

Denise They say, ‘The machine works by attraction. If the machine senses a relic, it will pull the operator towards the relic.’

Dr Potty I understand that.

Denise It also says, ‘Warning: If the dial is not tuned in correctly, there may be some side effects when in use! Turn on machine by twisting the dial.’

Dr Potty (Turning on the RD.) Ohh! It’s starting!

(The noise of a vacuum cleaner can be heard in the background. Suddenly Dr Potty and Denise go potty for 30 seconds – the children join in. Use a suitable backing track for this – laughing and moving around in a very strange way! They click out of it at the end of the 30 second period. This

dance can then be used in all the following sketches with the children joining in.)
Dr Potty Wow!

Denise It says here that one of the possible side effects is for those close to the machine to go potty for about 30 seconds!

Dr Potty I thought I was potty all the time! Let’s try again!

Denise Aaaghh… turn it off!

Dr Potty Why?

Denise (Shouting and rushing off the stage.) Turn it off!

Dr Potty I wonder what side effect that was. (Shouts offstage.) It’s turned off.

Denise (Coming back on.) That’s the side effect that makes everyone want to go to the toilet – known as the ‘Agh Effect’!

Dr Potty One more try…

Denise Look, Dr Potty, it’s pulling you towards the big section of the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece’ – it must be working.

Dr Potty Great! The website has provided us with a fantastic device. Mmm, I wonder what we should call it.

Denise Well, if you were to ask me what I think…

Children What do you think, Denise?

Denise Glad you asked me. I think we should name this device, ‘The Relic Detector’. Come on, we’ve got a relic to find! (To audience, in heroic-type voice.) My name is Denise, his name is Dr Potty and that’s his Relic Detector!

Dr Potty (To audience, in the same voice.) You’ve been watching the Adventures of Dr Potty. The search continues tomorrow*, bye! (* State day of next episode.)
Denise and Dr Potty leave.

Dr Potty (Singing.) ‘We’re finding relics in the morning.’

Denise (Shouting from back stage.) Are we going to visit your gran, then?

DAY 4

DR POTTY AND PRINCESS

POTTY’S POT PARLOUR

THEME

Forgiveness

SUMMARY

The setting has now changed. This episode takes place in Princess Potty’s Pot Parlour. The room has a big table with a selection of pots on the top of it. Our heroes enter following the pull of the Relic Detector. It leads them, via a slight detour, to the pots on the table. Dr Potty realises that they are ancient pots and they spot a sign which indicates that this is, in fact, Princess Potty’s Pot Parlour where she makes herself up to be a beautiful princess. Denise says she wanted to look as beautiful as Princess Potty, so Dr Potty makes her up. Having looked in the mirror she becomes really upset at the ridiculous state she is left in. Dr Potty, realising how clumsy he has been, asks for forgiveness. They discover by looking at one of the pots that they need to go to the ‘Tomb of Facial Restoration’ to get Denise’s face sorted out. That’s where they head off to next!

COSTUMES

Denise Normal, everyday clothes

Dr Potty Lab coat and long multicoloured scarf

PROPS

Table with various pots on including: eye liner, blusher, lipstick and eye shadow (in shocking colours, including bright red and black)

Sign: Princess Potty’s Pot Parlour

Note: On the side of one pot, there is a message saying,

‘For make-up disasters, go to the “Tomb of Facial Restoration”’

SOUND EFFECTS

Low level noise when the Relic Detector is working.

SKETCH

Dr Potty and Denise enter following the lead of the Relic Detector. It leads them towards the oldest member of the holiday club team!

Dr Potty Ooohh!

Denise It’s taking us towards that person.

Dr Potty Excuse me, are you an ancient relic?!

Pyramid Leader I don’t think so!

Denise Let’s try again! (Adjusts dial.) Oh dear I can feel that Potty Effect again. (Dr Potty, Denise and the children do the 30 second potty dance that was introduced in previous sketch.) Thank goodness we’ve stopped! (Adjusts dial again.)

Denise Oooh… this time it’s taking us towards that room over there…

Dr Potty It’s leading us to that table. It’s stopped.

Denise Where are we?

Dr Potty I think we are here!

Denise I definitely think we are definitely here, because we are not over there!

Dr Potty Of course we’re not over there, otherwise there would be here, and here would be over there!

Denise But we’re not over there, we’re here.

Dr Potty Yes, that’s what I said! We’re here!

Denise You just said we were over there!

Dr Potty No I didn’t! We’re here, here, here! Stop confusing me!

Denise Sorry.

Dr Potty I say – look at those pots. Some of them are very old.

Denise They look very precious to me. What’s in them?

Dr Potty Lots of red and black liquids. A few brushes. Look there’s a sign – what does it say?

Denise (Turning over the sign at the other end of the table.) It says, ’Princess Potty’s Pot Parlour’.

Dr Potty This must be my sister’s make-up room then!

Denise Really – even with all these ancient pots in here?

Dr Potty She’s the Princess you know – she’ll have permission to put her make-up in these old, posh pots!

Denise You know what Dr Potty?

Dr Potty What’s that Denise?

Denise If you were to ask me what I think…

Children What do you think, Denise?

Denise Glad you asked me. I think, when you and I were at Princess Potty’s wedding last weekend, Princess Potty looked like the most beautiful woman in the world!

Dr Potty She was stunning.

Denise Do you think if I had some of her make-up on, then I would be beautiful too?

Dr Potty Denise – you don’t need any make-up on. You are beautiful just as you are.

Denise But it would be fun though!

Dr Potty Tell you what, why don’t you pretend to be Princess Potty and I’ll pretend to be your servant girl.

Denise Great idea. You start over there, and I’ll start over here!

Dr Potty Don’t start that again!

Denise Sorry, you ready?

Dr Potty Yep.

Denise Action (Starts to pretend to be a bit posh.) Servant, come here please.

Dr Potty (In high pitch voice.) How can I help you your majesty?

Denise I would like you to put my make-up on, please.

Dr Potty I’ve always wanted to wear some of your make-up Princess! Which colour suits me best? (Goes to put it on himself.)
Denise No, you stupid servant! I’d like you to put makeup on me – to make me look beautiful for my wedding this afternoon!

Dr Potty OK, your majesty. What shall I put on first?

Denise Blusher! (Dr Potty takes the pot of bright red blusher and puts it all over Denise.)

Dr Potty OK!

Denise Next I’d like some eye-liner. (Dr Potty makes a real hash of putting Egyptian style eye-liner on.)

Dr Potty OK!

Denise I’d like some lipstick. (Again, Dr Potty makes a real mess of this.)

Dr Potty OK!

Denise Lastly, a bit of eye shadow. (Dr Potty chooses a ridiculous colour and slaps it on.)
Dr Potty That’s it, your majesty.

Denise How do I look?

Dr Potty Beautiful – the most beautiful girl in the whole of Egypt!

Denise Let me look in my mirror. (Picks up mirror and screams! Comes out of character.) Dr Potty, I look HORRIBLE!

Dr Potty I wouldn’t say that.

Denise (Starts to cry.) You’ve made me look ridiculous – everyone is laughing at me. Oh I’m so upset.

Dr Potty Well, I wonder what I did wrong.

Denise Well, if you were to ask me what I think…

Children What do you think, Denise?

Denise Glad you asked me. I think you were clumsy and careless.

Dr Potty Denise, I’m really sorry, I didn’t mean to upset you. I’ve just never put make-up on before! Will you ever forgive me?

Denise (Turning to audience, whilst Dr Potty picks up a pot.) Children should I forgive him, or not?

Children Yes!

Denise OK, Dr Potty, I forgive you. Can you wipe it all off my face now, please?

Dr Potty Oh dear… I’ve just read the instructions on the outside of this pot!

Denise What does it say?

Dr Potty It says, ‘This ink is an almost permanent writing ink. If used by mistake as make-up, you need to go immediately to the “Tomb of Facial Restoration” to get your face sorted out!’

Denise There’s no time to lose! Quick, pick up the Relic Detector!

Dr Potty I’ve got it!

Denise (To audience, in heroic-type voice.) My name is Denise, his name is Dr Potty and that’s his Relic Detector!

Dr Potty (To audience, in the same voice.) You’ve been watching the Adventures of Dr Potty. The search continues tomorrow*, bye! (*State day of next episode.) 

Denise and Dr Potty leave.
Dr Potty (Singing.) ‘We’re making faces in the morning!’

Denise (Shouting from off-stage.) Waaahhh!

DAY 5

DR POTTY AND THE TOMB OF

FACIAL RESTORATION

THEME

Reconciliation

SUMMARY

The setting has now changed again to the Tomb of Facial Restoration. Dr Potty and Denise arrive to find it full of amazing objects. They turn on the Relic Detector and find it leads them to a pile of cards for them to read and follow. These, thankfully, are instructions for Facial Restoration. They prove to be very messy! In the end they find that the bottom piece is actually showing some very strange writing, a lot bigger than the others, and doesn’t make sense. It is also quite dirty and needs cleaning. Eventually they clean it and realise that it might be the ancient relic they are looking for. They test the cleaned-up piece with the Relic Detector and it proves to be overwhelmingly powerful, confirming the diagnosis. They ring up Mummy, who walks in with the

relic. The ‘Secret of the Secret Message’ is revealed! They all leave very excited and desperate to find Princess Potty.

COSTUMES

Denise Normal, everyday clothes

Dr Potty Lab coat and long multicoloured scarf

Mummy Again dressed up in toilet rolls to look like a mummy

PROPS

Various boxes, tables, chairs and other bits and pieces across the acting area

‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece’

The pile of ‘biscuits’ used on Day 2, which today become the cards for Facial Restoration

A low-power water pistol

Can of pie-foam and paper plate

Towel

Child’s hanging mobile

Chair

SOUND EFFECTS:

Low level noise when the Relic Detector is working

‘Dramatic moment’ music

SKETCH

Dr Potty and Denise arrive carrying the Relic Detector.

Dr Potty I think this must be it, Denise.

Denise I hope so Dr Potty!

Dr Potty Morning, children!

Children Morning, Dr Potty!

Dr Potty Oh Denise – your make-up has smudged!

Denise That’s because I’ve been crying so much and trying to hide my face from anyone who comes near me!

Dr Potty (Looking thoughtful.) That pot, which told us to come here, was a very ancient pot. I’m going to turn on the Relic Detector to see if there are any ancient instructions for Facial Restoration.

Denise Can you manage? (Goes to help Dr Potty with the Relic Detector.)

Dr Potty I think so… here we go!

Dr Potty Where is it leading you?

(Dr Potty starts moving around the room in a very silly way.)

Dr Potty I don’t know, but I think I might be having a bit of that Potty Effect! (Everyone does the 30 second potty dance.)

Denise Try adjusting the dial!

Dr Potty There, is that better?

Denise Arrrgh, no!!! (Pretends to need the toilet badly.)
Dr Potty Oh dear! How about that? Ooohhhhhhhhh! (He is suddenly attracted to the pile of cards for Facial Restoration. They are stacked with the relic piece lying at the bottom of the five other pieces.)

Denise That must be them! Let me have a look.

Dr Potty What do they say?

Denise ‘These are the instructions for Facial Restoration!’

Dr Potty Right – you read them one by one and I’ll do the business! Sit yourself down on this chair!

Denise First wet the face.

Dr Potty (Picking up water pistol and firing it straight at Denise.) What next?

Denise Apply Facial Masking Cream. Dr Potty picks up pie foam can and paper plate, puts pie

foam on plate and puts plate in Denise’s face.

Denise Apply more water! Dr Potty picks up water pistol again and wets Denise for a second time.

Denise Pass the victim the Towel for Final Facial Restoration

Dr Potty There you are.

Denise (Using the towel to wipe off the mess from her face.) Now you have to sing.

Dr Potty ‘We’re mending faces in the morning. Dingdong the Tomb is gonna boom!’

Denise There, how do I look?

Dr Potty A lot better! Is that it then?

Denise That’s it, except there’s this extra card at the bottom here which is rather dirty. Let’s clean it a bit – I can’t read what it says.

Dr Potty OK, here we go. They clean it up a bit using the Towel for Final Facial Restoration.

Denise It says – ‘arm me … for the best.’

Dr Potty That’s not a very clear instruction.

Denise This piece is a really funny shape. It’s in the shape of an onion – how funny!!

Dr Potty The shape of an onion – that is strange!!

Denise and Dr Potty THE SHAPE OF AN ONION!

Denise This could be the missing onion piece from the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece’!

Dr Potty I’ll turn the Relic Detector on, to see if it’s attracted. Here we go. As soon as it is turned on, it goes mad and is mega-attracted to the onion shaped piece.

Denise That must be it – turn the machine off. Dr Potty switches machine off but it still keeps being mega attracted to the piece, Dr Potty continues trying to pull it away from the onion shaped piece, eventually trying to prize it away using his foot, then machine turns off by itself and Dr Potty and Denise both fall over backwards.

Dr Potty Well I wonder what happened there! First it wouldn’t switch off and then it turned off on its own.

Denise Well, if you were to ask me what I think…

Children What do you think, Denise?

Denise Glad you asked me. I think we found the relic just in time because the batteries have just run out. We need the rest of the relic!

Dr Potty I think Mummy is at home. I’ll give her a ring! (Gets child’s hanging mobile out of his pocket and rings up Mummy.) Great news Mummy, I think we’ve found the missing piece. Please can you bring the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece’ to the ‘Tomb of Facial Restoration’?

Mummy enters.

Denise Great, she’s coming!

Dr Potty Mummy, you are a star! (Gives Mummy a kiss.)
Urgh! (Takes relic off her.)
Denise Remind us of what the relic says so far Dr Potty?

Dr Potty It says, ‘You tried to h … but God made it turn out’. And now, with the help of this little piece, we will finally know what the message means!

Denise Let me put this missing piece in, to see what it says…

Dramatic sound effect.

Dr Potty It says…

Denise ‘You tried to harm me but God made it turn out for the best’.

Dr Potty WOW!

Denise Hold on, that’s a bit of the Bible!

Dr Potty Really!?

Denise Yeah, that is exactly what Joseph, the Prime Minister of Egypt, said to his brothers!

Dr Potty There’s no time to lose.

Denise We must tell Princess Potty!

Dr Potty Absolutely!

Denise (To audience, in heroic-type voice.) My name is Denise, his name is Dr Potty and that’s his Relic Detector!

Dr Potty (To audience, in the same voice.) You’ve been watching the Adventures of Dr Potty. The search is over, wahey!

Denise, Dr Potty, and Mummy leave in a desperate rush to find Princess Potty.

Dr Potty (Singing.) ‘We’ll all be famous in the morning!’

Denise (Shouting from off-stage.) Oh yeah!

THEME

Looking Back!

SUMMARY
Dr Potty and Denise arrive following the directions of the Relic Detector, which directs them to the church leader. Dr Potty asks them if they are an ancient relic, or even Princess Potty in disguise. They decide the settings must be wrong, but go onto recount their adventure to the church leader, and everyone who is in the meeting. They briefly discuss with the church leader the significance of the message on the ancient relic. The sketch ends as Dr Potty and Denise leave to continue their search for Princess Potty.

COSTUMES

Denise Normal, everyday clothes

Dr Potty Lab coat and long multicoloured scarf

PROPS

The Relic Detector

The complete ancient relic
SOUND EFFECTS

Low level noise when the Relic Detector is working

SKETCH

Dr Potty and Denise enter the room carrying the Relic Detector.

Denise What do you mean, you’ve adjusted the settings?

Dr Potty I changed the settings to help us locate Princess Potty!

Denise That’s clever – we haven’t seen her all week! Denise and Dr Potty circle the room in search of Princess Potty, with the Relic Detector finally taking them to the church leader.

Dr Potty Oh, there you are Princess Potty, we’ve been looking for you everywhere.

Denise Hey, Dr Potty (Whispers to him loudly.) I don’t think that’s Princess Potty!

Dr Potty Excuse me, are you Princess Potty, or are you someone who is pretending to be Princess Potty?

Church leader I’m not Princess Potty!

Denise (To Dr Potty.) I told you!

Dr Potty (To Denise.) Well, he must be an ancient relic then!

Denise Probably!

Dr Potty Are you an ancient relic!

Church leader I’m the church leader here!

Dr Potty (To Denise.) He is an ancient relic, then!

Denise Oh!

Dr Potty In that case, you might be very interested in what has been happening to us this week!

Church leader I am. In fact we all are!

Denise Hi everyone!

Dr Potty Morning!

Denise Why don’t we do a very quick recap on what happened this week for these lovely people, Dr Potty?
Dr Potty (This should be quick and use lots of body language!) OK! Last weekend, it was Princess Potty’s wedding to the Egyptian Prince. I was a bit jealous of her, but she asked me to search for the missing piece from the ‘Relic with the Missing Onion Shaped Piece’.

Denise Then we met Mari-Anne and she made some lovely onion biscuits to an ancient recipe! This didn’t help the search much though!

Dr Potty Denise did find a great idea on the Internet that night, and the following day we built this, the Relic Detector. It helps you to find ancient relics!

Denise Apart from a few side effects, like making you want to go to the toilet…

Dr Potty Or this effect that makes you go Potty (Adjusts the dial and everyone does the 30 second potty dance.)

Denise Apart from those side effects it has helped us enormously! The first ancient relic we found was [name Pyramid Leader who was mentioned on day 3] and then it led us to Princess Potty’s Pot Parlour!

Dr Potty Then I made a bit of a mess of Denise’s face, trying to make her look like Princess Potty, so we had to go to the Tomb of Facial Restoration.

Denise Yeah, and when we got there, we found out how to make my face look better, and we also found the missing piece to the Relic! And here’s the little piece in the big piece! (Holds up relic for everyone to see!)

Dr Potty And do you know what, Mr Church Leader, it’s got an amazing message on it!

Church leader What does it say?

Denise Well it says, ‘You tried to harm me but God made it turn out for the best.’ This is actually a bit of the Bible, where Joseph told his brothers who he was and that God had planned for him to be in Egypt anyway!! This relic is 3,600 years old!

Church leader That’s fantastic!

Dr Potty Incredible. Anyway, erm…

Denise If you were to ask me what I think…

Children What do you think Denise?

Denise Glad you asked me. I think if he’s not Princess Potty, we must have got the wrong place.

Dr Potty Mmm, and no one else here looks quite pretty enough. I think you’re right Denise.

Denise Let’s go find her, Dr Potty.

Dr Potty Good thinking, Denise!

Denise (To audience, in heroic type voice.) My name is Denise, his name is Dr Potty, that’s his Relic Detector and (Pointing to the church leader.) this is a very ancient relic!

Dr Potty (To audience, in the same voice.) You’ve been watching the final episode in the Adventures of Dr Potty. The story is over! Denise and Dr Potty exit following the lead of the Relic

Detector.

Dr Potty (Singing.) ‘We’re getting married in the morning!’

Denise (Shouting from off-stage.) No we’re not!
