Drug Talk

The speaker was amazing, talking all about how he had had a massive drugs problem (and I mean massive, he was on a £300 a day habit, stealing, mugging and burgling to get the cash to do it)  then he got offered a place in a Christian rehab centre.  He thought he would take it up, as he was physically in a mess after so much abuse of his body, and he figured that once he had sorted himself out physically he could come out of rehab and then start dealing!!  Well, God had different plans, whilst he was in rehab (the speaker that is, not God!) he became convicted by the integrity of the lives of the Christian carers in there.  He would engineer situations to abuse them, annoy them and try to make them angry, but consistently they loved him, forgave him and reached out to him.  Eventually he became convinced that God and Jesus were the truth and he gave his life to Christ.  Now he works for the government going into police stations and prisons and finding out about offender's drugs habits and seeking to help them.  He is going to a new job soon where he will be working in Holloway and Brixton prisons and he told us that years ago his father had served a life sentence for murder in those prisons (he had murdered a man who his wife had had an affair with).  Now, years later Hussein (the speaker) is going to be working with offenders in those very prisons where his Dad had served a life sentence.  Hussein said that God had brought so much positive out of a very negative situation and only God could do that.

Basically, the bottom line of what he was saying was:

1) God is amazing and has turned my life around completely.

2) You will be offered drugs (nearly always by your friends, not by some dodgy bloke on a street corner) and some of you will take them, but you need to keep communicating with your parents/leaders and seek help from them.

3) As youth leaders we need to support you and be there for you to help if ever the awful situation should happen that you do get caught up in drugs.
