Hell's Kitchen

Luke 14:15-24

Every excuse not to join into God's family is exceedingly lame!   Look at the excuses given in the parable for not coming to the banquet. 


A key point to this parable is the initial invitation was accepted.  They wanted in!  Then when the time came...no one could be bothered.

 
People want to dance around God, but few are willing to commit themselves to Him.  Especially people already inside the Church; they learn all the stuff they need to in order to get by on a Sunday, but few really enter into a committed relationship with Jesus Christ.  

 
In the broader context of which this parable is found; Jesus is talking about what it means to really become His follower; it is not a cafeteria religion where we go through the line and pick what we like and what we do not like.  That is consumerism.  We are called to be his disciple, which is not an accessory like a hair clip to your outfit...it 's a whole new outfit.  Discipleship means that you are committing yourself to a new leader, you are loving Jesus and loving the things that Jesus loves.
