♪	How do Simon, Andrew, John and Peter respond to Jesus’s command?  Do you think this was easy for them? (See 10 v. 28)





♪	In what way do you think we should be like the disciples?

♪	How did the people respond and why?  What do you think it means that Jesus “had authority” (v.22 &27)?





♪	What do we learn from v. 24-26 about Jesus and about evil spirits?
